Scientists, including physicists, are the main thrust forward into the 21st century, providing the worldwide community with advances in technology and theories to help us understand the universe and our planet better.  Some of the best and brightest of these scientific minds are consistently experiencing professional repression, and I am taking time from my busy schedule to bring this matter to your attention.  

The Cornell electronic preprint archive, accessed through the internet at www.ArXiv.org is the principal internet resource worldwide for professional physicists, mathematicians, computer scientists, astronomers and systems scientists to communicate their discoveries and to prepublish their papers prior to date of publication by hard copy journals.  Unfortunately, under the management of physicist Paul Ginsparg this preprint archive has taken the stance of preventing hundreds of legitimate scientists from posting their papers, using a blacklisting type of procedure.  

What if Galileo or Copernicus had not been successful in communicating their findings to their peers?  Our scientists stand on their shoulders, so to speak, and stopping the progress of scientific discovery in the end benefits no one.  I understand that this blacklisting by the Cornell electronic preprint archive administration, often in a most rude and impolite manner, has been ongoing for years, and the list of suppressed scientists even includes Nobel Laureates.  In most cases the rejected papers propose new ideas that challenge conventional physics dogma.  In other cases their published works just happen to run counter to the particular theory preferences of the small political group administering the archives at Cornell University which must be seen as intimidating and therefore threatening the funding sources of those employed by mainstream science organizations.  
I personally support scientists' endeavors to think creatively, and it is a great loss to our world that their novel and innovative theories are prevented from being posted on this archive.  It has been my distinct pleasure to personally know several talented physicists, and their suffering at having been treated in this undignified manner for just trying to publish their works is appalling.
